Four weekly flights to Paderborn

The new route served by Adria Airways will deploy a Saab 2000 jet four times per week
(Mondays, Wednesdays, Fridays and Sundays). The flight will take off on Monday,
Wednesday and Friday from Paderborn at 11:55 a.m. and land in Vienna at 12:55 p.m. The
return flight will depart from Vienna at 1:55 p.m. and arrive in Paderborn again at 3:50 p.m.
On Sunday the aircraft will leave Paderborn at 2:10 p.m. and touch down in Vienna Airport at
4 p.m. before leaving Vienna at 4:55 p.m. and arriving in Paderborn at 6:50 p.m.
